Punta Cana Golf Club, near the Punta Cana Resort and Club is the most sought 
after of the four golf courses now flourishing in Punta Cana based on the 
magnificent landscape. Fourteen of its holes open onto panoramic views of the 
Caribbean Sea, and four play along the ocean itself.

Visit the Punta Cana Ranch and you’ll find beautiful horses for beginner to 
advanced riders.  You’ll have two guides accompany you on your ride.  The rides 
provide a romantic run on the beach and tour the adjacent properties.  It’s a great 
way to explore the area with invigorating exercise.
